, , La liturgie d’aujourd’hui nous présente un passage de

leres 06 tout SOUC[? la premiere lettre aux Corinthiens qui a de quoi nous faire

sursauter. On dirait que Paul laisse entendre que le

mariage est un piege et qu’il vaut mieux pour I’homme croyant, ou pour la femme croyante, de ne

pas étre marié afin d’étre attaché au Seigneur sans partage. Pourtant dans d’autres lettres Paul dit

des choses tres belles et tres positives sur le mariage. 1l convient donc de situer ces paroles dans
leur contexte.

D’abord, la ville de Corinthe était une ville aux meeurs assez dépravées avec des taux €levés
de prostitution et une pratique trés répandue du concubinage. La conception grecque de 1’étre
humain opposait le corps a ’ame. Les problemes dans la communauté chrétienne de Corinthe
¢taient nombreux et Paul est donc assez sévere a leur égard. Il craint qu’on oublie le Seigneur.

D’autre part, les croyants de la premiere génération attendaient assez fébrilement la fin du
monde. La résurrection de Jésus inaugurait une étape nouvelle et il semblait assez évident pour
eux que I’histoire humaine approchait de sa fin. Il fallait donc se concentrer sur 1’essentiel et
mettre toute son attention sur la venue du Seigneur. Si la fin est si proche, on n’a pas le souci
d’aménager le temps présent. La préoccupation du long terme s’estompe. Paul insiste sur ce
point : chacun doit continuer a vivre dans la situation que le Seigneur lui a donnée en partage et
ou il était quand Dieu I’a appelé (1 Co 7,17). 1l reprend encore : chacun doit rester dans la
situation ou il a été appelé (v. 20).

Dans ce contexte, Paul veut que les chrétiens soient libres de tout souci. Il recommande donc
aux c¢libataires de rester célibataires pour que leur cceur ne soit pas divisé entre le conjoint (ou la
conjointe) et le Seigneur.

L’urgence que pressentait Paul ne s’est pas réalisée. La fin du monde n’est pas arrivée. La
résurrection inaugure une maniére différente d’accomplir 1’histoire mais ne nous sort pas de
I’histoire. Il n’y a ni contradiction ni opposition entre I’amour de Dieu et I’amour des autres,
entre le souci de sa femme et de ses enfants et le souci des affaires du Seigneur. C’est en
accomplissant pleinement sa tdche dans le Seigneur qu’on sert le Seigneur. La venue du Seigneur
n’est pas pour plus tard. C’est ici et maintenant que le Seigneur vient et nous invite a donner a
notre vie réelle toute sa densité d’amour et de service.
