d'aujourd'hui nous est donné par Eldad et Médad. Inspirés par I’Esprit, ils prophétisent dans le camp des
Israélites. Josué demande de les arréter et Moise voit une belle occasion pour que tous deviennent un
peuple de prophétes. C'est le méme refrain dans le texte de I'évangile ou quelqu’un vient de chasser les
esprits mauvais au nom de Jésus. Il leur répond qu’agir au nom de Dieu, c’est aussi agir en son nom. Les
disciples de Jésus ont peur que leur part d’héritage ne soit trop petite, ils souhaitent réduire le cercle des
héritiers !
